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French photographer Jean-Marc Caracci lives in the south of France,
where the Mediterranean city of Montpellier forms the base for his
travels to other destinations. The most recent theme of his photographs

In 2007, Caracci began to work on a large series of photographic por-
traits of 35 European cities. "Homo Urbanus Europeanus” depicts
random pedestrians captured by his lens in the impersonal anonymity of
the big city. The choice of place, time and composition is far from ran-
dom, however. The settings and time are chosen by Caracci, who waits for
exactly the right second when to press the shutter release. The final
moment is determined by the random “model” whose entry into the
framein some way givesthe compositionitsfinalimpulse.

Jean-Marc Caracciis a cosmopolitan European, open to the world and its
exploration. In his impressive photograpns, man is a mere cog in a large
machine, but whose presence in the picture is nevertheless of great
importance and of carefully considered meaning.

After being shown at Pilsen’s New Theatre as part of the “Pilsen: 2015
Furopean Capital of Culture” celepbrations, the exhibition "Homo
Urbanus Europeanus” tnus moves to the mysterious setting the
purgrave’'s nouse at Klenova Castle.
